The Max Control initiative has been launched by the Somerset Road Safety Partnership as part of its on-going campaign to reduce the number of young people being killed and injured on local roads.

It offers young drivers the opportunity to take part in a number of exciting driving challenges, which are designed to be fun and improve their driving skills. 

Young drivers gain credits for each activity they enter and the ten who accumulate the most credits by the end of June next year, will be entered into the grand final.
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The overall winner – the person with the most credits - will be crowned Somerset’s Champion Young Driver and presented with a brand new Renault Clio and a year’s insurance.

Max Control is open to anyone who is under 25 by next August, lives in Somerset and holds a valid car driving licence.  Entry is free and there is no charge for some of the activities. Although there is a fee for some of them, none is compulsory.

Rina Cameron, of the Somerset Road Safety Partnership, said: “Everyone who registers before April 12 will not only stand a chance of winning a free day out at Castle Combe, but will still have time to gain enough credits to win a place in the grand final.”
