A38 JUNCTION IMPROVEMENTS TO GO ON SHOW

The public are being asked for their views on how to improve safety at a busy road junction at Cross, near Axbridge.

Somerset County Council and the parish councils of Compton Bishop, Weare, Cheddar and Axbridge have been discussing measures that could be introduced to reduce the high number of injury accidents at the junction of the A38, with the A371 and the Old Coach Road.

Details of the possible options will go on show in the Memorial Hall at Cross on Monday May 17 from 2pm until 8pm.

Visitors to the exhibition will have the chance to discuss the plans with Somerset County Council highways engineers and road safety officers.

Representatives from the Local Safety Engineering Team, Traffic Management,  Somerset Road Safety Partnership and the Engineering Programme Team will be on hand to discuss the options.

Terry Beale of the Somerset Road Safety Partnership, said: “We hope as many people as possible will come along to the exhibition to look at the proposals and give us their views.

“Local residents know this junction better than anyone and many use it almost every day so they are in the best position to let us know what problems they encounter.”
