Somerset student Tom Cliffe experienced the thrill of driving a racing car – after entering a road safety competition.
Tom, aged 20, from Minehead, won a free day out at the Castle Combe circuit after signing up for the Max Control initiative and, after some expert tuition, completed six laps of the race track at the wheel of a Formula Ford.
“It was fantastic. Being so close to the ground in an open car, there is a tremendous sensation of speed,” said Tom.
The Max Control initiative was launched by the Somerset Road Safety Partnership as part of its on-going campaign to reduce the number of young people being killed and injured on local roads.

It offers young drivers the opportunity to take part in a number of exciting driving challenges, which are designed to be fun and improve their driving skills. 

Young drivers gain credits for each activity they enter and the ten who accumulate the most credits by the beginning of July, will be entered into the grand final.

The overall winner – the person with the most credits - will be crowned Somerset’s Champion Young Driver and presented with a brand new Renault Clio and a year’s insurance.
